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Preview courses: 

· Click on “Course Catalog” and scroll till you find a course that shows a Preview button on the righthand side of the screen. Click on “Preview” and explore the course. (You will be unable to access some areas as a guest, but you’ll get the idea of how courses might look to students.)

Play with the software: 

· Click on “Login” and enter the following information to get into one of the training courses:

Username: train10

Password: train10

(Training courses are numbered from 01-20, so you may select another training course. Be sure to type in the word “train” right in front of the number you select. Don’t put in any spaces.)

· The screen will look similar to this one. In the My Courses box, Click on Train10, the title of the course you are teaching.
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· The opening screen will look similar to this one. Click on “Control Panel” (lowermost lefthand button) and locate an area of the course you’d like to explore. Follow screen directions.
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· Click on an underlined work or phrase in Content Areas to open that area of the course. Fill in the blanks on the screen. Once finished, to see your handiwork, click “Submit” and then “Ok.”
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· Click “Logout” and close your browser when you’re finished. Then, you can come back whenever you want to practice in this test course area. (Note that since many people are using this test course, you’ll probably see changes periodically.)
